Fly Palmy Airport is a short 6km to
our venue, taking approximately
10 minutes by vehicle.

15-minute drive to Feilding.

Palmerston North Airport services
Air New Zealand and OriginAir with
daily direct flights from Auckland,
Christchurch, Nelson and Hamilton.

Car parking

There are 26 free car parks available
on a first-in-first-served basis at

the rear of the venue, which is
accessible via the Church Street
entrance.

These free parking spaces are
located between the rear of the
venue and the first row of trees/
curbing. All other parking spaces
in this car park are pay and display
operated.

As an added advantage we offer
free car parking around Palmy’s
CBD - visit the event registration
desk or our reception office on the
ground floor of the venue to obtain
a car parking pass.

Independent, gender-neutral
mobility bathroom stalls are
available on both the ground floor
and the first floor of the venue.

Accessibility

Our venue is mobility friendly with
both the front and rear entrance into

the venue at flat, ground level.
Mobility cubicles are also available

in each of the main male and
female bathroom facilities on both
the ground floor and first floor of
the venue.

A lift is available for access to the
first floor of the venue.
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Designated mobility car parking is
available at the rear of the venue
on a first-in-first-served basis.

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Deliveries

Te Manawa Museum

Te Manawa is a cultural heart of the city
that thrives on discovery - entertaining
and inspiring people from all walks of
life for more than 40 years. It's more
than a museum and a gallery - it's a
place where concepts and communities
come together.

With an engaging program of
exhibitions and events, as well as
an extensive collection of taonga
(treasures).

National Wildbase Centre

Central Energy Trust Wildbase
Recovery is a specialist centre providing
shelter and care for native wildlife
recovering after treatment at Massey
University’s Wildbase Hospital.

The centre releases patients back into
the wild once they have recovered.
There are also resident animals at
Wildbase including whio (blue duck),
kereru, baby tuatara and red-crowned
kakariki.

New Zealand Rugby Museum

The New Zealand Rugby Museum
contains New Zealand’s biggest
and most comprehensive collection
of rugby memorabilia and records,
including some of the world’s rarest
rugby artefact’s.

You'll be rewarded with a trip back

in time exploring the rich history and
folklore of the nation’s mighty game
with an unmasking of it’s rugby heroes
and legends.

Take A trip down George Street

Opposite the front entrance of the front
of the Conference + Function Centre,
you'll find George Street which offers
an abundance of eateries, great coffee
options and boutique retail stores.

He Ara Kotahi

Our Manawatu River Framework
recognises the importance of awa

to the city. The Framework is about
enhancing physical connections with
the river environment, expressing
Rangitane O Manawatu’s connection
with the awa, and creating a destination
with things to do.

The multi-award-winning project
includes Ahimate Reserve, He Ara
Kotahi bridge and Urban Eels platform.
Ahimate is home to the city’s most
popular riverside beach, a dog agility
park and a fenced enclosure, mountain
bike tracks and a natural playground.

On He Ara Kotahi pathway you'll
transverse dairy farms, forests, pa sites,
a military camp, streams and a river in
less than nine kilometres.

Along the walkway, you will find Urban
Eels. This award winning project is

a hands-on experience that raises
awareness of traditional cultural
practices and the significant mauri,

or lifeforce, of this water.
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
